Noach spent
many years building the ark exactly as God instructed. During this period of time, God wag warning the wicked people to stop sinning and return to
Hig order for their lives. The people did not repent, despite God’s patient calling, and continued to digobey Him. When we continue to digobey God,
we are rebelling againet Him and Hie perfect order/plan for our lives.

In Genesic 8:20-2! after God destroyed the earth with water, Noach builde an altar to worchip God. God ie comforted because His judgment of
gin hag rectored Hig perfect order and provigione for Hig creation.

[n Genegie 8:22-9:4 God regtates Hig order for creation. Once again, He commands man to be fruitful and multiply and fil the earth. God
stateg that animale will now fear man and be congumed ag food with one exception. The blood of an animal must never be consumed for food
becauge it remaing et apart for the purposes of God. God hag provided the blood for the atonement/covering of man’s gin and for sacrifice to
worghip God.

In Genegie 9:5-6 we learn that God says if a man or beagt kille a man, he ie misuging God’s provision of blood. f one kille a man, hig life will be
taken by man.

[n Genegie 9:8-17 we learn that God makes an external covenant/brit olam with every living creature of the earth. Eternal covenant in Hebrew
ic brit olam (2%3y ns93). A covenant of God i an agreement that supporte God’s perfect will and loving prormise.

God’s judgment and curse by the flood wag total and complete. The flood wag o effective in accomplishing God’s plan that it will never need to
be repeated. Ag a reminder of this covenant, God gives a sign in the clouds that He brings over the earth. Thig sign is the rainbow that we see in the

gky. [t ig a testament to Heaven and Earth that God’s order i perfect and Hig judgments are right. The rainbow ig a sign that God alwayg keeps Hie

promigeg. [t dighonors God for the rainbow to be uged to eymbolize anything other than Hig new eternal covenant with Hig creation.

When a person ig baptized, he is completely immersed in water to represent God’e judgment of sin by the flood and by His Son’s death and burial
in the earth. After being totally underwater, the person i quickly raised out again. Thig represents the eight people exiting the ark and Yeshua being
raiged from the grave back to life again. Baptism represents a change in etatug. God commands each pergon who trugts in the work of Yeshua for
salvation to be baptized ag a demonstration of their faith in Him.
