[n thie week’s Paragha we learn of God’s plan to redeem and

regtore Hig people to have a relationchip with Him. God i patient
with humanity ag He demongtrates Hig powerful authority over Hig
entire creation. Redemption (N7 - p’dut) will come to all who
submit to Hie perfect will, but certain destruction awaite anyone who

migtakeg Hig patience for tolerance and continueg to oppose Him.

~ Focus Pagsage of Seripture ~
Exodus [-2:10

[n Exodus [1-7 we find that even though the seven years of great famine had
ended, the children of Yiera’el (lerael) remained in the land of Eqypt. Yosef (Jogeph),
all hig brotherg and all that generation had died. God had blegged Eqypt for blesging
the degcendante of Avraham (Abraham), and He had greatly multiplied the children of
Yigra'el making them mighty and abundant in the land of Eqypt.

[n Exodug 1:8-Il we find that a new king arose over Egypt who did not know
Yogef. Thig king had no degire to blesg the children of Yiera’el go that he and hig
empire might be blegged by God. Thig king feared the vast and euccessful Yiera'elites
and aw them ag a threat to hig kingdom. He feared that the descendants of
Auraham living in Eqypt might join with hig enemies to wage war againgt him and win.
The king deviged a plan to subdue the Yigra'elites by enslaving them with hargh labor.
He put tagkmagterg over them ag they built supply cities for Bharach.

But the midwives feared God, and did not

do ag the King of Eqypt commanded
them, but eaved the male children alive.

Exodug [:-6:
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[n Exodug [12-14 we learn that even though the children of Yigra'el were afflicted, God wag with them. The more they were
burdened, the more they multiplied and grew etrong. Thig made the King of Equpt dread them and increage the difficulty of their
labor. Now, the Yigra'elites had to make their own mortar and brick ag they built the supply cities for Bharach and had to work
with rigor in all areag of gervice in the fieldg.

[n Exodug 1516 the King of Egypt spoke with two Hebrew midwives - Shiphrah and Puah. A midwife is a woman who hag no
children of her own but helps other women give birth to their babieg. The king commanded thege two women to kill all the newborn
baby boyg and allow only the daughters to live. Pharach did not want the Yigra'elites to remain a distinet people group becauge he
wag againgt the perfect will of God!

[n Exodus [17-19 Shiphrah and Puah feared God more than they feared the King of Eqypt. They knew that murdering the song
of Yigra'el wag againgt the covenant God had made with Auraham, Yitz’chak (lsaac) and Ya’kou (Jacob). The midwives refused to
obey thig evil command. When song continued to be born alive to their mothers, the king called the midwives and questioned them.
Shiphrah and Puah bravely responded that life came to the Hebrew women strongly and it could not be etopped. Shiphrah and
Puah believed in God’s promiges and faithfully acted in obedience to Him.

[n Exodug 1:20-21 God wag very pleaged with Shiphrah and Puah becauge they valued Hig word and acted in submisgion to Hig
will no matter the cost to themeelves. God blesged the two midwives, giving them families of their own! The children of Yisra'el
continued to multiply and grow mighty in the land of Eqypt.

[n Exodug 1:22 Bharaoh made a new law in Eqypt. He commanded that every Yigra'elite son born mugt by thrown into the
river to die while every daughter would stay alive. Pharach wanted the daughters of Yigra'el to grow up and have no one to marry
except Eqyptians. He wanted to keep the Yisra'eliteg in hig land without the threat of them joining the enemy in war againgt him.

The river in Eqypt was worghipped ag a god by the Egyptiang.
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~ Exodug Chapter 2 ~

[n Exodug 2:1-4 we learn of another Hebrew woman who feared God more than man. Degspite Pharoah’s attempte to end
marriage between Hebrews, thie woman married a descendant of Ya'kov from the houge of Levi. She gave birth to three children,
firat a daughter and then two gong. She knew her youngest gon’s birth wag good and pleaging to God degpite the new law of
Pharaoh. She did not throw him in the river to die ag Pharaoh had commanded. Rather, she hid her gon for three monthe until ghe
could hide him no more. Like Shiphrah and Puah, ehe wag obedient to God over man no matter the cost to hergelf. She made an
ark and covered it with pitch to make it waterproof to eave her gon from the water. She placed her son in the ark and laid it in
the reedg at the bank of the river. She sent her daughter to stay with the ark a distance away to see what would happen.

In Exodug 2:5-6 the daughter of Pharaoh came to that very location with her maids to bathe that day. She noticed the ark
and gent her maidg to get it. When Pharaoh’s daughter opened the ark, the baby cried! Even though she knew he wag a Hebrew
becauge he wag circumeiged, she had compagsion on him.

[n Exodug 2:7-9 the baby’s sigter volunteered to get a Hebrew woman to nurge the child. She brought their mother to the
daughter of Pharaoh. Bharaoh’s daughter commanded her to care for the Hebrew baby and paid her a salary to do go.

[n Exodug 2:10 we learn that thig baby wag given the name Moghe (Moges) by Pharaoh’s daughter meaning, “I drew him out of
the water.” Thig Hebrew gon wag given a new beginning. He would be uged in a mighty way by God to redeem and restore Hig
people from bondage <o that they could worship Him in the wilderness.

In today’s focus pagsage of Scripture we learn many truthe about God. [n the garden of Eden after the sin of man, God gpoke
to the serpent, declaring that hig eeed would be crughed by the seed of the woman. God’s will i¢ perfect and doeg not change. Ag
the world grew evil in oppogition to God, Noah continued to have faith in God and submitted to Hig authority. God redeemed and
restored Noah and hig family from complete judgement and destruction ag the flood waterg roge above all the earth. Thig event
marked a new beginning for humanity. Following the flood, God called and cut a covenant with Auraham. Hig descendants would
inherit the land God gave them, and the entire world would be blessed through them. Even when Auraham, Yitz’chak and Ya'kov
failed to submit to God’s authority in their lives, He wag faithful to His covenant promiges to them. God remaing faithful to thege
came promigeg today!

God’s timing ig perfect. We should never migtake God’s patience ag Hig approval and continue to oppose Him. No matter how
the majority of people behave, God will accomplish Hig will through a remnant who faithfully submit to Him at any cost. God will do
thie becauge Hig wil ie perfect and does not change. [n today’s focus passage of Seripture the remnant congicted of three
wornen. Becauge of their eubmiggion to God and Hig promigeg, an ark wage made. The life of Moche wag caved, and the procese
of redemption and regtoration wag begun for the people of Yigra’el
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God’s Bame Llan

When God’s perfect timing arrived, He spoke to Moghe on Mount Horeb, also called Mount Sinai, from a bugh that wag on fire
but wag not congumed by the flames. Mogshe obeyed God’s voice and took off hig eandals. God explained His plan to deliver Hig
people out of the land of Eqypt and bring them to the land of their inheritance - a good and large land that flowed with milk and
honey. God told Moghe that He would gend him to Pharach to accomplish Hig plan.

Moshe wag reluctant to agree with God. He had learned that he did not have the power to deliver hig brethren and that they
did not recognize him ag prince or judge over them. God agsured Moghe that He would be with him, and He would accomplish
thege things through him degpite Pharaoh’s oppogition or the people’s dishelief. God told Moghe that after he had successfully
brought the people out of Eqypt, he would return to the very mountain he wag currently standing on to gerve and worship Him.
Then God gave Moshe three miraculoug igne to perform before the elders of Yigra’el and Bharaoh to prove that God had gent
him.

God told Moshe to make sure he performed all the wonderg, which He had put in hig hand, before Pharaoh. God told
Moshe that Pharaoh would refuge to gend the people forth becauge of hig etrong heart. God told Moghe to tell Pharach

that if he refused to agree with God and command Hig people to go forth, God would kill Oharaoh’s firgtborn gon! Why
would God do thig?

Pharach wag mistreating and detaining God’s firathorn son, Yiera’el. [f Bharaoh refuged to send Yiera'el out of Eqypt
in order to gerve God the Father, hig firathorn son would die by the powerful hand of God.
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“Far Away from the Mountain of God”

After Moshe had begun hig journey back to Eqypt ag God had commanded, God met him with the intent of killing him. Why?
What had Moghe done? Moshe had neglected to circumeige hig gon. Circumeigion of every male wag the gign of the covenant
God made with Auraham (Genegig [7:7-14).

Circumcigion gignifies one’s understanding that the flegh or the sinful nature must be judged or put to death before new life or
the kingdom life can begin. Another way to express thig would be to say God’s judgement always comes before Hig Kingdom.

[n Leviticug [7:1 we learn that the life of the flesh ig in the blood. Thig ie easy to understand through human reagoning. The
heart pumpg blood throughout our bodies, making them function properly. [f for any reagon the heart stops delivering blood to our
bodieg, the reqult ig death. Spiritually, blood wag given to humanity on the altar of gacrifice to make atonement, or a covering, for
the coul. [t wag firet the blood of innocent animale that God accepted on the altar to cover the ging of man. Later, in Hig perfect
timing it wag the innocent Blood of God’e Only Begotten Son, Yeshua (Jegug), that wag given ag a eacrifice to redeem the goul
from gin. Yeshua’s Blood hag power that the blood of animalg does not have. Yeshua’s Blood hag the power to redeem, or totally
pay the price owed for the gin of man.

You might agk, “What wag the price owed for ¢in?” The answer to thig quegtion can be found in Genegis 2:17. “But of the
tree of the knowledge of good and evil you ghall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die.” Death ig the price
humanity owes for gin.

Moshe’s wife, Zipporah, understood the importance of circumeigion. Under the covenant of marriage she and Moghe had
become one in the flesh. She wag willing to do what Moghe neglected to do and thie action saved hig life. Zipporah undergtood
that her hugband could not serve God until he put the flech to death. When we attempt to gerve God by our own power and
understanding, we are a servant of death and not a servant of life.

When we walk, we step with our feet. Zipporah understood that
one cannot walk with God to gerve Him in the flech. She performed
the circumcigion of her gon and cagt the dead flech at the feet of
Moghe. Thig clearly demongtrated that Moghe wag to be a ervant
of life to God’e people. ™ Now, we can add Zipporah to the ligt of
women who believed in God’s word and acted accordingly. Thig time
Moghe’s life wag gaved, not by his mother’e faith, but through the faith
of hig wife.
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- “From Ragg to Riches”

[eaigh 27:6-28 & 20:22-23

Thege pageages of Scripture are gpoken from God through the prophet [eaiah. Here, we can clearly see that God
hag a future plan of the land and people of Yigra’el. Due to Hig covenant promiges to Auraham, Yitz'chak and Ya'kov,
God will bring the descendants of Avraham back to the land of Yisra’el and cauge the land to bloom, providing fruit to
the world.

God continually disciplines Yisra'el for her sing but not ag He judges other nations. God alwayg reserves a remnant
in Yiera'el for the purpoges of Hig will. From days of past, pregent and future pergecution, life in Yigra'el continues.
Following the days of total corruption of all the leaders of Yigra'el, God will teach the next generation “precept upon
precept,” meaning command after command. They will learn “line upon line”, meaning glowly and gimply. They will walk
“there a little, there a little”, meaning one step at a time.

God will judge the world before Yeshua returng to establish the Kingdom of God on earth. Yiga’el will no longer be
ashamed but will worghip Yeshua and fear God. God will cauge all thege thinge to oceur with Hig mighty, outstretched
hand just ag He did in the dayg of Moghe.

In this week’s New Tegtament pagsage we can clearly understand that God’s timing ie superior to ours. God doeg not act until
it ig the perfect time to do co. God ig patient and doeg not want anyone to perish. He often allow hardship to lead thoge oppoging
Him into submigsion to Him and Hig perfect plan for redemption and restoration.

Moshe understood and submitted to God’s purpoge for hig life, but he relied on his own wigdom, words and deeds in regard to
the timing and execution of God’e plan. When Moghe wag forty yeare old, it came into hig heart to vigit the children of Yigra'el.
Ag he acted to eave a fellow Hebrew from death, Moghe ageumed hig brethren would undergtand that God would deliver them by
hig hand. They did not understand. Due to Moshes’s failure to rely completely upon God’s perfect timing, he had to flee for hig life
into the wildernegs. Moshe gettled in the land of Midian. [n Midian Moghe got married and had two gone.

The wildernesg ig a place of total dependence on God. God often leads ug to the wilderness, o we can depend fully on Him.
The number forty in the Bible relates to trangition or change. Moge wag going to a place of total dependence on God to be
trangformed into a servant of God. Thig procese would oceur glowly over the next forty years ag Moghe simply obeyed each
command from God one ctep at a time.
