[n thie week’s Parasha Moghe (Moges) gpoke to the next
generation of the Children of Yiera'el (lerael) while they were
encamped in the valley opposite Beth Peor. He explained to
them that even though he had pleaded with the LORD +to allow
him to crogg over the Jordan River to gee the Promiged Land,
God would not allow it. The LORD told him, “Enough of that!
Speak no more to Me of thie matter. Go up to the top of
Piggah and lift your eyes toward the west, the north, the south
and the eagt; behold it with your eyeg, for you ghall not crose

over thig Jordan. But command Yehoghua (Joghua) and encourage him for he ghall go over before this people, and he
ghall cauge them to inherit the land which you will see “ (Deuteronomy 2:26-28).

Moshe alo explained to the people that the LORD wag angry with him for their eakes and swore that he would not
enter the good land which the LORD God wag giving them ag an inheritance. He setated that he would die in the land on
the eagt gide of the Jordan River where they were camped, but they would go in and possess the Promised Land

(Deuteronomy 4:21-22).
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Moshe wag correct when he stated it wag for “their sake” that he could not enter the land. Had their parents not
rebelled againet God at Kadesh Barnea, approximately thirty-nine years earlier, Moghe would have certainly led the
people into the land ag God had commanded him. [ the Children of Yigra'el had not committed thig great gin againgt
God, there would have been no opportunity for Moshe to gin by striking the rock twice instead of gpeaking to it. This
gerveg 1o teach ug that the gin of the redeemed people affects the leaderchip God has put in place.

God disciplined Moghe because he failed to honor Him in the sight of all the people, and Moghe regponded to God’s
discipline appropriately. Perhaps thig discipline from God wag to prepare Moghe for a greater tagk in the future at the
end of days.

In Revelation [1:6 we learn about the two withegses who will prophegy prior to the gecond coming of the Mesgiah to
the earth. These two witnesses will have the power to shut heaven go that no rain falle to the earth. They will have the
power to turn the waterg to blood and to strike the earth with all plagues ag often ag they degire. [t ig very poggible
that thie prophecy speake about an even greater work God intends to accomplish through Eliyahu (Elijah) and Moghe
before the Messiah’s return to egtablich Hig Kingdom on earth.

Moghe continued to obey God after hig sin of digobedience, and he gathered the next generation in the valley to
reconfirm God’e covenant with them. He continued to teach them to obey all
the commandmentg, statutee and judgmente that God had revealed to him at
Mount Sinai.

BGod had firet gpoken to Moghe (Mogeg) on Mount Sinai from a bugh that
burned but wag not congumed. He told Moghe that he would lead the Children
of Yisrael out of Eqypt back to thie same mountain to worship Him. That ig
exactly what happened! Just fifty dayg after the exodus from Eqypt Moghe

% assembled all the people at the bage of Mount Sinai. From thig location the
mountain wag on fire and glowed in the darknegs ag lightening fell from heaven
and the earth quaked. God spoke to the people, and everyone heard all the words of the Ten Commandments of God.
They heard all the Words that they needed to know to worship God in spirit and in truth.
The generation who witnesged these events- entering into a covenant with God- had died in the wilderness due to

their lack of faith in God. Therefore, it wag necesgary for Moghe to review all the commandments of God with the
next generation prior to them crossing the Jordan River to take posgession of the Bromiged Land.

Moghe wag careful to impresg upon the next generation the importance of fearing God. Fearing God meang to
make Him the top priority in one’s life by keeping Hig commandments in their hearts to live by them. Moghe warned
them to be careful to follow all the commandmente of God. He emphagized that it ig very important for them to teach
their children to fear God and obey Hig commandmentg in order to have abundant life with prolonged days in the good
land God wag giving them to posgess.
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Moshe informed the people that God would drive seven

nationg out of the land before them. Thege nationg were
mightier and greater than the Yisra'eliteg, but God gave
Hig people victory over them. They were to utterly

“For you are a holy people to the LORD your God;
the LORD your God hag chogen you to be a people for
Himgelf, a special treagure above all the peoples on the

face of the earth.” Deuteronomy 7:6 destroy thege evil nationg ag God’e ingtrument of

judgment on them. God commanded them to make no
covenant with these nationg nor show them any merey.

Finally, Moshe explained to the next generation that the LORD had not get them apart by Hig@ because they
were large in number. Rather it wag for the purpoge of keeping the oath He had sworn to their fathere Auraham
(Abraham), Yitzchak (lsaac) and Yalkou (Jacob). For thie reagon God had chogen them ag a gpecial treagure above al
the peoples on the face of the earth. For thie reagon God will accomplish Hig will through the nation of Yigra’el

Deuteronomy 5:1-33

Do you know that God gave Moshe 613 commandments, statues and judgments to teach the Children of Yisrael?
All these ingtructions are repregented in the Ten Commandmentg that the people heard God epeak at Mount Sinai and
that God wrote on the two tablets of stone.

[n Deuteronomy 5:1-5 Moghe called the next generation of Yigra'eliteg and commanded them to ligten to the
commandments, etatutes and judgments that God had previously given to the
congregation of Yisra'el almost forty years earlier. Moghe explained that the
LORD God had made a covenant with all thoge present at Mount Sinai who had
heard the Words of Hig voice. God did not make this covenant with their
forefathera Auraham, Yitzehak and Ya'kov but with them. At the time of the
covenant the people had been afraid and remained at a distance from the mountain
that wag ablaze with fire. At their request Moghe had etood between the LORD
God and the people to declare the Word of the LORD to them.

Moshe repeated the Words God had gpoken to him face to face on Mount Sinai
from the midst of the fire. The Ten Commandments were given to Moshe by God for Hig covenant people, and all
thoge who would join them to worghip Him. The gift of the Ten Commandmente at Mount Sinai wag a demongtration of
God’e great laue for Hig people after He redeemed them from bondage and death in Eqypt. Moghe commanded the
next generation to listen and learn thege commandments, statueg and judgmente of God, <o they could carefully obey
them. Obedience to God’s Word is a way to worghip Him.
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[n Deuteronomy 5: 6-7 Moghe taught the next generation the firet and greatest commandment of them all. Thig
Commandment teaches that the Redeemer Who brought the Children of Yiera’el out of the land of Eqypt and out of
bondage is the LORD God. The LORD God i the only God and the redeemed people should never give any falge god
priority over Him.

[n Deuteronomy 5:8-10 Moshe taught the people God’s commandment to make no images of Him. The people had

geen the mountain on fire and felt the ground shake. They had heard all the Words, (ie
the Ten Commandmente) God had epoken to them, but they had not geen Hig image.

(00 Nothing in heaven above or on earth below or in the water under the earth should ever
o be used to portray the image of God. All thege things were created by God and should
\\ i »;’;r ~ never be uged to represent Him. The redeemed Children of God chould never bou
\ > %,,J down to worship or gerve anything that hag been carved or created. God i¢ a jealoug
\ > God, and He will punich thig gin againet Him to the third and fourth generation of
thoge who chooge to demongtrate hate for Him in this way. However, He will show

mercy to thougande who demongtrate their lode for Him by obeying thie
commandment to properly worship Him.

In Deuteronomy 5: Il God commanded that the redeemed Children of God should never take Hig Name in vain. The
LORD God’s Name i Holy and should never be used carelessly or with disregpect. The LORD will hold anyone who
useg Hig name for pergonal gain or without regpect quilty of thig gin againgt Him.

In Deuteronomy 5:12-15 God commanded that Hig people mugt rest on the Sabbath day which ig the seventh day of
the week. When God had finighed creating everything that existe, He created an additional day, the seventh day. On
thie seventh and final day that God created He rested from all Hig work. Likewige, He commanded that no work be
done on thig day. He hag given gix days each week for all work to be done, but the seventh day He get apart ag a day
of rest. Thig day of rest ig for everyone who hag been redeemed by God with Hig mighty hand and by Hig outstretched
arm. [t aleo includes the redeemed individual’s on, daughter, mangervant, maidservant, ox, donkey cattle and even the
stranger who ig within property that belonge to the redeemed.

In Deuteronomy 5:16 God commanded Hig people to honor their father and their mother. Children would not exist
without their parente. Thig ig by God’e design from the beginning. When children honor their parentg, they are honoring
the will of God. God promiged to give a long life to children who honor their parents. He algo promiged that thingg
would go well for them while in the Promiged Land.

Thege first five commandmente from God teach us what we mugt do in order to demongtrate that we love the
LORD our God with all our heart, soul and might. Becauge these are God’s requirements to worship Him worghip that is
offered in any other way i not accepted by Him.

[n Deuteronomy 5:7 God commanded His people not commit murder. Murder ie when a pergon unlawfully plang to
kill another pereon ahead of time and then killg him.
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In Deuteronomy 5:18 God commanded Hig people not to commit adultery. People who are married should only have
intimate relationghipg with each other. When a married pereon hag an intimate relationship with someone they are not
married to, it ig called adultery.

In Deuteronomy 5:19 God commanded that Hig people never steal

anything. Stealing ig taking comething that doeg not belong to you without & o, .
paying for it. i %:j:“ o Mor
[n Deuteronomy 5:20 God commanded Hig people not to bear false o=
o
witness againgt each other. Bearing false witnese meang to lie about ’“‘?H\

gomeone, gosgip or say negative things about a person.

In Deuteronomy 5:21 God commanded Hig people not to covet anything
that belonge to someone elge. To covet meang to want what gomeone elge
hag that you do not have. God commanded not to covet a person’s gpouse, house, field, mangervant, maidgervant, ox,
donkey or anything that belonge to your neighbor. God requires that we be thankful and content with what He hag
given ug.

Thege lagt five commandments that were given to the people by God taught Hig requiremente for interacting with
othere. God commanded that we mugt treat otherg in a way that demongtrateg we@fhem ag much ag we love
ourgelveg.

[n Deuteronomy 5:22- 30 Moshe reminded the next generation that God gave thege commandmentg at Mount
Sinai when He gpoke from the mountain in the midet of the fire, the cloud and the thick darknege. God gpoke with a
loud voice, and everyone present heard Hig Words and He added no more. God wrote the Words of the Ten
Commandments on two tablets of stone and gave them to Moghe. When the people heard the voice of the LORD God
gpeaking thege Words, they had a unique opportunity to know the truth and be able to worghip God without the
presence of gin. However, the people were very afraid because they knew how sinful they had been. After they

witnesged the glory and greatness of God and had been allowed +to live, they knew they would die if God continued to
gpeak to them in their ginful etate. They asked Moghe to go near and hear all that the LORD God wanted to gay to
them. They asked Moshe to listen further to the statues and judgments of God and tell them what God wanted them to
know and how He wanted them to live.

The LORD God heard the wordsg of the people and told Moghe that
they were right in what they had gaid and requested. The LORD
expressed Hig degire that Hig people would have a heart in them

Haftarah

lgaigh 40:1-26

n thie week’s Haftarah (saiah, a prophet of God, had just
gpoken with King Hezekiah of Judah, informing him of the future destruction of the Southern Kingdom of Yiera'el at the
handg of the Babyloniang. Hezekiah had been a good and righteous king who eagerly awaited the coming Meggiah’s
reign from Yisra'el ag the King of the world. He had recently been ill and had humbly prayed to God to eave him from
death o that he might continue to praige and honor Him. God heard his request and regponded by extending his life for
another fifteen years. The number fifteen ig related to the Name of God. Hezekiah wag given a unique opportunity to
finich strong, uging thie expregsion of God’e love ae a teetimony to others concerning the power, comfort and grace of
God.

The news of Hezekiah’e recovery traveled all the way to the foreign land of Babylon. The King of Babylon gent an
envoy of messengers with gifts to visit Hezekiah in order to learn the gource of hig recovery. Hezekiah enjoyed thig
attention and wag overtaken by pride. Ingtead of being a faithful witness for God, giving Him all the glory, he
demongtrated hig wealth and power by showing them all of Yiera'el’'s riches and everything in hig houge. He failed to
honor God in their sight just as Moghe had done when he disobeyed God by striking the rock twice in the wilderness.

God sent the prophet [gaish to King Hezekiah to inform him of Hig judgment for receiving thig exaltation himgelf
ingtead of giving it to God. [gaish told him that days were coming in the near future when everything in Hezekiah’e
houge along with all that hig fatherg had acceumulated would be taken away to Babylon. Hezekiah’s sone would become
idol worshiperg in Babylon. Unlike Mogshe, Hezekish did not respond appropriately with humility and repentance. Hig
regponge wag one of pride and demonstrated that he wag more concerned for himgelf than the will of God or Hig future
plang for Yigra'el. Hezekiah had failed to demonstrate hig love for God and now hig regponse failed to demongtrate hig
love for the next generation or hig neighbor.

In (gaiah 4O: [-26 the prophet (saiah foretold of a time in the future when the entire world will walk away from
God, failing to honor Him to include Yisra'el and ite leadership. When this oceurs, God will judge Hig people and the land
of Yisra'el righteougly. Once He hag sufficiently judged lawlessness on the earth, He will again offer Hig comfort and
grace.

God will send Hig Son Megsiah Yeshua back to the earth to put thinge in order. He will end all warfare againgt
Yerughalayim (Jerugalem), and He will pardon her iniquity. Thig will oceur after Yerughalayim hag received a double
portion of digcipline from the LORD’s hand for her ging.
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During Yisra'el's final wildernegs experience, a voice will be heard announcing that all people should prepare for the
way of the LORD. Thig preparation will be one of repentance or aligning one’s behavior to the commandments,
ctatutes and judgmente of God. Every nation and all leadership in the world will be made low. Al lawlegenese will be

made accountable. Al placeg lacking justice will be ruled with perfect justice. The whole world

( will witnegs the glory of the LORD! Al thege thinge will happen because the LORD hag gpoken

them.

_ [saiah repeated the Words of the LORD God, explaining that all people are mortal and wil die

juet ag the grags dieg after ite seagon of life, but the Word of God will stand forever. God’
Word will never page away! For thig reagon everyone who knows the truth of God’s Word should continue to gpeak it
no matter who oppoges them. With a humble heart all believers should uge the remainder of their lives to finich strong
with love in gervice and obedience to God.

God’e Word clearly stateg that He hag a future plan for Yerughalayim (Zion) and the nation and people of Yiera'el.
Degpite the digobedience of the people and its leadership, the LORD God will come with a etrong Hand to deliver
Yiera'el. Hig Arm (Meggiah Yeshua) wil rule the earth from Yerughalayim.

Meggiah Yeshua will bring Hig reward (resurrected believers) with Him. He will shepherd, protect, and eustain Hig
people gently leading the young in the ways of righteougness.

There ig no One like the LORD God. No One but God can do the impogible.
He alone hag created, controlled and sugtained all thinge that exist. He alone hag
directed the Spirit of the LORD to teach justice, knowledge and undergtanding.
The LORD God ig the Author of all these thingg!

The nationg of the world are like a drop in
a bucket and are worth a emall gpeck of dugt on the scale. The gacrifices and
offerings to the LORD God have only represented that He is worthy of worship
and honor. When the LORD God returng to egtablich Hig Kingdom on the earth,
there will be no amount of burnt offerings obtainable to sufficiently honor Him.

There ig no image man can create to adequately reprecent the LORD God.
From the beginning of creation and the foundationg of the earth thig hag been true.
An image made of gold, silver or wood should never be made to repregent the
LORD God Who sits above the circle of the earth. He alone hag created all things that exigt. For thig reagon no
imageg should be uged in connection with worghiping Him. Although Hig vagt ereation ig magnificent, it i¢ a scarce
demongtration of Hig abilities. He hag the power to destroy all things He hag created by Hig breath and like a
whirlwind take them away like ¢tubble. No One but the LORD God hag created armies in heaven and calls them by
name. By Hig might and the strength of Hig power not one ig migging!

New Testament

Mark 12:28-34

[n this week’s New Tegtament passage of Seripture, Meggiah Yeshua wag approached by a seribe after geveral
different groups of people including the Pharigees, Sudducees, Herodiang and the High Priests, had come to agk Him
questions. Thege groups did not want to know the truth about Who He ig, where He came from, what He came to do
or what the results of Hig work would be. Unlike the gcribe they only wanted to digeredit Him and shame Him in the
gight of the people. Thig wag not true of the geribe. He wanted to underetand Who Yeshua i and what He wag
teaching <o that he could respond to it in truth.

The geribeg were very regpected for being dedicated to the truth of Scripture. They often copied and taught
writinge from the prophete of God. They were algo very knowledgeable about Hebrew law and could draft legal
documents. Thig particular scribe came to Yeshua after hearing Hig debate with thege other prominent groups of
people. He agked Messiah Yeshua which commandment of God ig the greatest commandment of all.

Yeghua regponded by quoting these wordg of the Shema Yigra'el from Deuteronomy 6:4-9:

“The firat of all the commandments ig, ‘Hear O Yiera'el, the LORD our God, the LORD ig one. And you ahall [éye
the LORD your God with all your heart, with all your goul, with all your mind, and with all your strength.” Thig ig the firet
commandment.” Mark 12:29-30

Thig Seripture wag very well known and wag a statement of faith. [t expregges that one believeg there is only One
God, the LORD God of Yigra’el.  This knowledge requires a particular regponge. One who correctly regponds to thig
truth demongtrateg fheik{dye and worship of God by making Him the top priority in their life. Thig type of love for God
involveg a commitment to obeg Him. [t ie not enough to know that the LORD God of Yiera'el ie the only God becauge
even the demong know that. [t ig very important to demongtrate oue for God by obediently living ag He hag
commanded.

Megsiah Yeshua continued to teach the seribe by saying thege wordg:

“And the second, like it, ig thig: You shall love your neighbor ag yourself.” There is no other commandment greater
than thege.” Mark [2:3]
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The seribe stated that Yeshua had regponded wigely with truth becauge there is One God and no other.  He stated
that to love God with all your heart, with all your undergtanding, with all your strength and to love your neighbor ag
yourgelf ig more valuable than all the burnt offerings and gacrifices combined. Burnt offerings and eacrifices were a
physical way to worghip God but to love Him by making Him the top priority in our liveg and to love our neighbor ag
ourselveg ig a gpiritual way to worghip God. Our physical regpongibilities to God are connected to our gpiritual
commitment to Him.

The geribe had already heard Messiah Yeshua teach that those who feed the hungry, give drink to the ’rhirgfge
the poor, help the sick and visit thoge in prigon have done go to Him. Serving and blessing others is connected to loving
God. When Yeshua gaw that the eribe had ancwered with wisdom He gaid to him,  You
are not far from the Kingdom of God” (Mark 12:34). Megaiah wag revealing to the
scribe that the key to entering into the Kingdom of God ig love. Love ig required to
worghip God in spirit and truth.

Yeghua gpoke with authority becauge He alwayg baged Hig teaching on the Words of
God from Seripture, not on the opiniong of man. Following Hig clear, undebatable
regponge 1o the seribe no one dared to question Him anymore.

God the Father loved the world go much that He gent Hig One and Only begotten Son Messiah Yeghua ag a
sacrifice for the sing of the world. Messiah Yeshua demongtrated Hig love for Father God by laying down Hig life for
the galvation of the world. Anyone who believes on the work of Meggiah Yeshua for their redemption will not be
condemned but will have everlagting life. [f we love the LORD our God we will obey His commandg. Hig greatest
command ig to regpond to Hig love for ug by loving Him with all that we are and then to love our neighbor ag ourgelves.
