them to become the Children of God, obediently living in the Land of Promise
with the LORD God duwelling in their midet. [n thie way they would demonstrate to the world that God had get them
apart from all other people on the face of the earth.

The Children of Yigra'el were to congume only what God declared to be food. They were to bring their offeringg in
worship of God only to the place He cauged Hig Name to abide. Every seven yearg they were to cancel all debte. They
were to sanctify all firetborn males from their herdg and flocks to the LORD. They were to continue doing all these
thinge while living in the Land of Promige throughout their generationg.
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The Children of Yiera’el were to guard the month of Aviv becauge it wag in thig month that the LORD redeemed
them from Equpt. They were to keep the Pegach (Pageover) to the LORD God in the month of Aviv each year. The
Feagt of Matzah (Unleavened Bread), the Feast of Shavuot (Weeks) and the Feagt of Sukkot (Tabernacles) were to be
celebrated at the place where the LORD God’s Name would abide. The Feagt of Matzah demongtrated that their ging
had been paid for by the blood of the lamb. The Feagt of Shavuot demongtrated that they could now live obediently
before God ag stated in Hig law. The Feagt of Sukkot demongtrated that they could confidently rest from their
enemieg living in the Land of Promige becauge the LORD God dwelt in their midet. During thege Moedim (appointed
daye) everyone wag commanded to give ag they were able, according to the blegsingg the LORD had given them. No
one wag to appear before the LORD God to worship Him empty-handed!

Deuteronomy 12:29-13:18

[+ wag very important that the Children of Yigra'el living in the Land of Promige never be influenced by other
nations. God judged the other nationg that lived in the land for their idol worship and refusal to honor Him by
destroying them and digplacing them from the [and. [n Deuteronomy 12:29-32. the Children of Yiera'el were warned to
be very careful not to do ag thege other nationg had done while living in the Bromiged Land in order to avoid the same
outcome.

God commanded Hig people not to concern themgelves with how the other nationg had gerved their falge gods. The
Children of Yisra’el were never to uge any of the nationg practices to worship and gerve the LORD God. Every
abomination that the LORD God hates the nationg had done for their godg. They had even burned their own gong and
daughterg in the fire to worship their gods. For thig reagon God commanded Hig people to be careful to worship Him
only ag He commanded. They were not to add anything to Hig commandmente nor take anything away from them.

“Whatever | command you, be careful to obgerve it; you shall not add to it nor take away from it.”
Deuteronomy 2:32
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[n Deuteronomy [3:1-3 we learn that the Children of Yigra'el were never to follow a prophet or dreamer of dreamg
who enticed them to go after and serve other gods even if they gave them a gign or a wonder that came true. Such a
prophet or dreamer of dreame wag a falge prophet and mugt not be followed! The LORD wante Hig people to obey
Him because He loved them firet and hag done great things for them. He wants them to obey Him becauge they love
Him and trugt only in Hig Word. He does not want them to obey Him for gelfish reagong that only give glory to
themgelves. The LORD God allows thege falge prophets to arige among Hig people to test them! [f a Child of God
follows after other gods to gerve them when they perform a sign or wonder they do not truly love God with all their
heart and all their soul. They have believed a lie ingtead of trugting in the truth of God’s Word. They have failed to page
God’s test!

In Deuteronomy 3:4-5 it is emphagized that God’s people mugt walk after Him, make Him the top priority of their
liveg, keep Hig commandmentg, obey Hig voice, gerve Him and hold fagt to Him. The Children of Yisra'el were
commanded to physically put all false prophete or dreamerg of dreams who aroge among them in the land to death.
Anyone who tries to pereuade a Child of God to leave Him in order to serve falge gods ig an enemy of God! God’
enermieg are evil and mugt not be allowed to remain in the Land of Promige that the LORD God gave the Children of
Yigra'el to pogsegs.

[n Deuteronomy 3:6-1l we learn that even if an Yiera'elite’s brother, gon, daughter, epouse or very cloge friend
gecretly tried to get them to go and serve other godg who are worghiped by the nationg nearby or in a land far away
they mugt not ligten to them. They mugt not tolerate or congent to them in any way. They mugt not pity them, conceal
them or gpare them. They must be the firet one to put them to death by stoning them, and all the people mugt agree by

stoning them ag well. Thig type of evil opposition to God mugt be handled in
thie way <o that it will put an end to such wickedness in the Land of
Promige amonget the Children of Yigra’el.

In Deuteronomy 13:12-18 we learn what God commanded regarding entire
cities that were corrupted by men who convinced the people to go and serve

] \ other gods. When the claim of a city’s corruption wag proven to be true and

/ \ it wag certain that such an abomination againgt God had been committed,
| | the inhabitants of the city were to be killed by the sword! Everything within
the city wag to be utterly destroyed including the livestock. All the plunder

from the city wag to be gathered in the middle of the street, and the city and itg plunder were to be completely burned
with fire! That city would remain a heap forever. [t wag never to be inhabited again. The Children of Yisra’el were
commanded not to take anything from the evil city for themselves 2o that the LORD’g fierce anger would not break
out againgt them, and Hig mercy and compagsion would remain on them to multiply them in the Land of Promige, just ag
He had sworn to their fathers. The LORD God will have mercy and compaggion on all Hig Children when they listen to
Hig voice to keep Hig commandments! [t ig very important that we do what ig right in the eyes of the LORD God and
stop doing whatever seems right to ug.
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Haftarah

[eqiah 54:1-55:5

In thie week’s Haftarah the prophet Yeshayahu (saiah) spoke about the kingdom change that ig coming upon the
nation of Yigra'el at the end of days. Yiera’el hag been afflicted, togsed about and hag not been comforted becauge
she hag been digobedient to God. She hag not accepted her Mesgish. God will prepare her to receive Megsiah Yechua
by beautifying her with precioug stones ag a requirement for the Kingdom of God to be egtabliched in the Land of
Promige.

When the nation of Yisra'el receives Messiah Yeshua, the Children of Yisra’el will have knowledge of the LORD
producing abundant peace in their lives. They will know and obediently do the will of God. What ig the will of God for
the nation of Yiera'el? To be alight proclaiming salvation through Messiah Yeshua to the nationg of the world! When
they know and accept thig truth it will make them righteous, and oppresgion will be far from them. They will no longer
give the other thinge that have brought disaster and destruction upon them in the pagt priority in their lives. Ag they
surrender to God, being committed to Hig will, they will no longer experience the judgment of God. All thege things wil
oceur for the nation of Yigra'el in the future and can be true epiritually for the believer in Meggiah Yeghua today!

The enemy will continue to aggemble against the Children of Yisra'el, just ag he currently agsembleg againgt the
believer, deiring to dwell in their presence. However, he will fall because he ig not sent by God. In the future the
Children of Yiera'el will need only to etand firm ag they obediently pureue the Word of God, knowing confidently that
they are in Hig will by doing so. Obedience to the Word of God today bringe this game vietory gpiritually to the one who
places hig truet in Megsiah Yeshua. God works within the believer to both build up the things that are needed to serve
and worship Him and to destroy the thinge that are opposed to worghiping and serving Him.

Once the Children of Yigra'el are taught of the LORD, knowing Megsiah Yeshua, there will be no weapon the enemy
can uge againgt them that will be euccessful. The wordg of accugation from the enemy will be condemned by God just
ag they are now condemned for the believer in Meggiah Yeshua. Thig ig the inheritance of the servante of the LORD,
and their righteougnesg ig with the LORD! The LORD God hag epoken all thege Words, and everything He hags spoken
will happen!

Money can not
buy thege gifte from God nor ig it necessary for payment. Thege gifts are
gpiritual gifts that will be fully realized in the Kingdom of God which Messiah
Yeghua will establish when He returng. Meanwhile, these spiritual gifts supply
the believer with abundant joy and sustenance. Therefore, why seek and pay for thinge that do not give abundant life?
Ingtead, listen diligently to God and pursue Hig perfect will go that your goul may delight in Hig abundance!

When Megsiah Yeghua returng and establishes God’e Kingdom on earth, all thoge who incline their ear to come to
God will algo be given eternal life. God will cut an eternal kingdom covenant with all who come to Him through Messiah
Yeshua. He will extend the same grace to the nation of Yisrael for their past digobedience that He extended to King
David. God hag given King David ag a witness to the nationg to demongtrate Hig grace, which He extends to all who
deserve death but receive life ingtead. The leader and commander of the nation of Yiera'el wag spared, just ag the
nation of Yisrael will be gpared in the lagt days.

[t is very important to test all epirite to digcern if they are good being
from God or evil being from Satan. Do you remember that God commanded
Hig people living in the Land of Oromige to put all false prophets to death?
Disobedience to the commandmente of God allows falge prophets to gain
power and remain in the world. From the time of the firet gin committed

againgt God false prophets have gone out, are going out and will continue to go out into the world. Do you remember
when the firet gin occurred? [t wag when Adam and Chavah (Eve) listened to the serpent/false prophet in the Garden.
They ignored the truth of God and digobeyed Him hoping to benefit themgelves. God did not tempt them, but He
allowed the serpent to arige among them for the purpose of testing them. Adam and Chavah failed God’s tegt! Al
those who trust in falge prophets over God experience Hig judgment.

A false prophet or false teacher i one who twigts the Seriptureg to mean thinge they were not intended to mean.
They take Seripture out of context and uge the Word of God to deceive people. A prophet or teacher from God ig
careful to always build the believer up in truth, which increages their faith in the Word of God. A true prophet or teacher
from God i¢ rare, and hig greatest effort ig given to always bage what he says accurately on Seripture.

You might be asking yourgelf thig question, “How can [ know if a gpirit is from God?” The apostle John helps ug by
answering thig question very simply : All gpirite from God confess that Megsiah Yeshua Who ig the Divine Son of God,
hag already come from God in heaven to earth. They confess He came to lay down Hig life to redeem the world from
gin at Paggover. They confess that He ig coming back in the future to establish the Kingdom of God on earth in the
land of Yierael. Any gpirit or teacher who does not confess all these thinge about Mesgish Yeshua doeg not come
from God. That one ig from the Antichrigt, who ig already in the world.

A gpirite. We have total victory over falge prophete because within ug dwellg the
NI SO gift of the Holy Spirit from God. The Holy Spirit Who dwells within the believer ig
greater than the Antichrigt gpirit that ig in the world! The Holy Spirit Who dwelle
within the believer giveg ug the power to identify evil epirite and tell them, “No and
go.” Allwe need to do ie stand firm on the truth of God’s Word.

Falge prophets or teacherg are of the world, so when they speak the world
hearg and undergtandg them. When a Child of God speaks, only those who know
God and are aleo Hig Children hear and undergtand. For thig reagon those who are not Children of God do not hear or
undergtand the truth when it ie spoken. They mugt firet become Children of God in order to understand the truth of
Seripture. Just ag every Spirit of God i connected to truth and the Holy Spirit, likewige, every gpirit of the Antichrist
ie connected to deception and false prophets or teachers.
