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Paragha Overview

[n today’e Parasha we learn that God wag with Yakov (Jacob) ag he returned to hig father’s houge in the land of promige.
Ya'kov had fled from hig father’s house to Haran and had remained at the houge of Lavan (Laban) for 20 years.
On the day that he fled hig mother told him that she would gend for him to return home once hig brother Esau (Egau) no longer
planned to kill him (Genesis 27:45). Perhapg che never gent for him becauge Egav’e degire to kil hig brother did not go away.

Although Ya'kov wag fearful upon reuniting with hig brother, he watched and waited, trusting in God to guide hig path and
actions. Ya'kov's greatest degire wag for the will of God to be accomplished through hig life. Thig could only happen if
Ya'kov submitted to God and followed after Him.

Ag Yakov re-entered the land of promige, he traveled the game route hig grandfather Avraham (Abraham) had taken

when he firet entered the land of promige approximately 145 years earlier. Ya'kov followed in Auraham’e footeteps!

While Ya’kov wag in Shechem hig only daughter Dinah wag kidnapped and mistreated. After her rescue, Ya'kou

pergevered and continued on hig journey. The terror of God fell upon all the citieg in the land of promige g0 that no one
tried to harm him.

While Y a’kov wag in Bethel hig mother’s nurge Devorah (Deborah) died and wag buried. God appeared to Ya'kov again in

Bethel and blegged him with thege words:
“Your name is Y a’kov, your name shall not be called Y a’kov anymore, but Yisrael (lsrael) shall be your name.”
“lam God Almighty. Be fruitful and multiply, a nation and a company of nations shall proceed from you and
kings shall come from your body.”
“The land which [ gave Avraham and Yitz’chak (lsaac) [ give to you; and to your descendants after you [ give

thig land.” Genegig 35:0-12

Ag Yakov traveled from Bethel to Bethlehem, hig beloved wife Rachel died giving birth to hig twelfth gon Binyamin
(Benjarmin). Following Rachel’s death and burial, Reuven (Reuben), Yakov’s firetborn gon of Leah, had ungodly relations
with Rachel’s maidgervant Bilhah. Ya'kov endured all these thinge and continued to pureue the path God set before him.
Through all adversity Ya’kou did not stop following God! He returned to hig father’s houge in Hebron peacefuly, just ag
God had promised him.

Following Yitz'chak’s death at 18O years, Ya'kov and Esav buried their father. Egav then took hig three Canaanite
wiveg, hig five song along with hie daughters, the persons of hig household, his livegtock and possesgions and returned to
Mount Seir in the country of Edom. Egav choge to live away from the presence of Ya'kou and the blegsings of God’s
covenant. Egav did not eubmit to God and did not follow after Him. The will of God wag accomplished through Ya'kou
becauge he submitted to God’s will, persevering on hig journey no matter what he had to endure.

Benegie 32:3-36:43

[n Genesis 32:3-5 Ya'kov sent mesgengers to speak to hig brother Egav to let him know that he wag coming home. Egav wag
living away from hig father’s houge outgide the Promiged Land. He had chogen to live in the land of Seir, the country of Edom.
God had told Avraham that hig wife Sarah would have a gon in her old age, and He commanded Auvraham to name hig con Yitz'chak
(leaac). God told Avraham that He would establich Hig everlagting covenant with Yitz'chak and hie descendante (Genegie [7:19).
Yitz'chak had two descendants, Esav and Ya'kov. Egav despised thig birthright and sold it with ite blegsing for a gingle meal.
Esav did not want any of the regponaibilities of hig birthright- marrying within the family and living in the land of promise. Egav
wag only interegted in the blesginge of the birthright, and he wag g0 angry that Yakou had received the birthright blesginge he
vowed to kill him when their father died.

Ya'kov wanted Egav to understand that he had never been againgt hig position ag the oldest gon. He wanted Egav to accept
that with the blegginge from God came regponaibility. Ya'kou wanted to be reconciled with hig brother Egav, and he wanted Esau
to be reconciled with God. Ya'kov wag not re-entering the land of promige with a great multitude to oppose Egav. Rather, he wag
coming home in obedience to God’s command to be a blesging to Eav and to otherg.

[n Genesie 32:6-8 we learn that the mesgenger returned to Ya'kov and reported that Ecav wag coming from the land of
Edom to meet him with 400 men. [n the Bible the number four meang global or worldwide. Ya'kov wag very frightened becauge
he understood that this meant Egav wag coming with the support of the world to attack and kill him and hig hougehold. Ya'kov
divided his people and livestock into two groupe and eeparated them. He hoped that if Ecav attacked one camp the other would
aurvive ag a remnant in the land. Ya'kov undergtood that hie descendante mugt be living in the land for God’s Kingdom to be
ectabliched on earth ag a blessing to the world.

[n Genegis 32:9-13 Yakov prayed to the God of hig fathers, Avahram and Yitz'chak, acknowledging that he wag nothing
without Him and all he had acquired wag a gift from Him. Ya’kov reminded God of Hig covenant promige to blegg him and make
him a blessing to the world. Ya’kov trugted God to deliver him from Egav and eave the women and children. [n the midst of fear
and opposition Ya'kov found etrength in restating and standing on the Word of God. Ya'kov responded faithfully by giving what
he had received ag a gift from God to Egav.
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[n Genesie 32:14-20 ag Ya'kov camped at Mahanaim he took what God brought to his hand from hig goats, sheep, camels,
cattle and donkeys ag a present for Ecav. He gent hig gervante to deliver the animale to Egav in separate droves. He
commanded each of hig gervants to give Egav the game meggage explaining to him that the animalg were a gift from hig servant
Ya'kov, and that he wag traveling behind them. Ya’kou gave to Egav from what God had given him in hopeg that Ecav would
undergtand that he had never degired to take God’s blesgings away from him. Ya’kov’s only intent had been to follow after his
fatherg in pursuit of the covenantal promiges of God. He hoped with thie understanding Esav would repent from hig evil degire to
kill him, and they could meet peacefully face to face.

[n Genegis 32:21-23 we learn that Ya'kov gent the gifte out to Egav, but he remained in the camp. That night he arose and
took hi wives, maidservantg, and children acrogs the brook with all that he had. He then returned to the camp and remained there
all alone. This demongtrated hig complete dependence on God to achieve Hig will through him.

[n Genegis 32:24-26 we learn that ag Ya'kov prayed to God, he struggled with a Man all night long. The Man diglocated the
socket of Ya'kov's hip putting him at a disadvantage, but Ya'kov continued to wregtle with the Man. Ag the eun wag riging, the
Man commanded Ya’kou to let Him go! Ya'kov refused to let Him go unless He blegsed him gpiritually. Ya'kov did thig because he
wanted to be used by God to complete Hig will on the earth.

[n Genesis 21:27-29 the Man agked Ya'kov to tell Him hig name. He responded that hig name wag Y a’kov, meaning he i¢ one
who follows after God in pursuit of hig covenantal promiges. The Man told Ya'kov that he would no longer be called Ya'kov and
changed hig name to Yigrael. The name Yigrael refers to the outcome of the covenant God had made with hig fatherg; that
outcome ig total victory over evil in the Kingdom of God. Ya'kou had followed after God in the face of all adversity and wag
vietorious! After renaming him the Man blessed Ya'kov before daybreak. The Man Ya'kov had wrestled with wag God!

[n Genegie 33:I-Il we learn that after Eeav had received the gifte from Ya’kov, the two brotherge met. Ya'kov pregented
himgelf and hig family to Egav in a regpectful and honoring manner. He did thig ag an outward witness that he had never wanted
to take anything away from hig older twin. Hig only desire had been to purgue the promiges of God and live regponsibly to them.
Ya'kov had been blessed by God and shared hig wealth with hig brother, and Esav wag happy to receive thig blessing of worldly
richeg from Ya’kov.

[n Genesie 33:12-14 we learn that following their peaceful reunion Egav attempted to take Ya'kou out of the land of promige.
He wanted Ya'kou to travel with him to Seir and live under hig authority. The mountaing of Seir are aleo called the land of Edom
becauge Ecav and hig descendants, the Edomites, ectablished an ungodly kingdom there. Egau had continued to purgue hig oun
degireg for the entire twenty yearg Ya’kov had lived in Haran. Hig priority wag on receiving blegsings from otherg while living
outside the land of promige rather than cooperating with the will of God to be a blegging to the world while living in the Promised
Land.

[n Genegig 33:15-16 when Egav redlized Ya'kov would not travel to Edom with him, he attempted to leave gome of hig men
with hig brother. Ya'kov told him that there wag no need for thig if he had been accepted by hig brother in the game manner that
Ecav had accepted hig gifte. Esav returned to the land of Edom in disobedience and opposition to the will of God while Ya'kov
obediently and submiggively returned to the land of promige in pursuit of God’s will. Ya'kou’s new name, Yierael, wag given to him
by God ag a proclamation of the outcome of Hig will. The outcome of God’s will is for the world to receive Hig blegginge through
Hig Kingdom that will be egtablished on earth in the Promiged Land while the descendants of Auraham, Yitz'chak and Ya'kov are
living in the land.
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Do you know that sheep and goate may look alike, but they have many
differences?

They learn the voice of their owner
and regpond to hig call. When sheep feel threatened or sence
danger, they scatter from each other and run away.
